In accordance with Chapter 130, Section 2 of the City Code, the Chief of Police is authorized to allow a
person over twenty one (21) years of age to use a pellet gun, BB gun or a 22 cal. rifle with shot cartridges
upon property owned or occupied by him or a person authorized by the Chief of Police to shoot certain
destructive rats, squirrels, fowl, snakes, or other such animals that are generally considered to be a
menace to public health and that have become a nuisance upon a person’s premises (when not in violation
of state law), if such person shall first procure a permit from the Chief of Police for such purpose. The
permit shall remain in effect for a period of not more than one year from date of application. The permit
shall authorize firing during daylight hours on weekdays only upon premises owned or occupied by the
applicant or persons approved by the Chief of Police, and it shall be revocable by the Chief of Police upon
violation of its conditions or upon complaint that the permit holder is not exercising his privilege in a
careful and prudent manner and with due regard to life and property.
